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ELEMENTARY RULES OF THE GAME

*Indicates variations for professional game.

A game is four periods of 15 minutes each, one minute between first and second,
third and fourth, 15 between second and third.
*PRO :—Two minutes between, first and second, and third and Sfourth quarter.
OFFICIALS:—The Referee, Umpire, Linesman and Field Judge ecan call any-
thing they see at any time, but have specific position. The referee follows the ball,
the umpire stands behind the defensive line.
*PRO:—Five officials. An additional official known as the “BACK JUDGE"
operates on the side of the field opposite the linesman.
TOUCHDOWN :—6 points—Made by carrying ball on or over opponent’s goal
line. By completing a forward pass over opponent’s goal line or in end zone. By
recovering ball after fumble on opponent’s goal line or in end zone.
FIELD GOAL:—3 points—By any place-kick or drop-kick from serimmage,
except kick-off plays or conversion after touchdown, in which ball passes over
crossbar without first striking ground or touching player of kicker's team.
SAFETY BY OPPONENT :—2 points—Made when ball is downed behind its
own goal line provided the impetus which sent it across the goal line came from
the team defending that goal and ball is recovered by the defending team. If ball
goes in territory back of end zone from impetus furnished by defending team, it
is a safety whoever recovers it. Certain fouls may also result in a safety.
TRY-FOR-POINT :—! point—After touchdown to drop or place-kick the ball
over the crossbar or carry or forward pass it over goal line.
TOUCHBACK :—A touchback, while not a scoring play, oceurs when a free ball
or a ball regularly in possession of the player, guarding his own goal becomes
dead, any part of it being on, above or behind the goal line, provided the impetus
which sent it across the line was given By an opponent. After a touchback the
ball is put in play by team making it, by a scrimmage anywhere on its own 20
yard line. Certain fouls may also result in g tour’,hba,a"lgc.
FORFEITED GAME:—Score 1 to 0.
THE GOAL LINE:—In college football, goal posts are on end line ten yards
back from goal line.

In pro game, goal posls are on goal line.
CHOICE OF GOALS:—Referee flips a coin before the game, visiting Captain
calling. Winner has choice of goal, receiving or kicking, loser has alternative.
For second half original loser has first choice.
KICKOFF:—Made at start of halves, after field goal or try for point fromn
kicking team’s 40 yard line.
LINE OF SCRIMMAGE:—An imaginary line passing through each end of the
ball as it rests on the ground between the two teams before being snapped.
BALL IN PLAY:—After it is free kicked or snapped from center and until it
is dead by rule or declared dead by referee’s whistle,
SEVEN PLAYERS ON LINE:—The offengive team must have at least seven
men on the line of scrimmage. All others, if they are to be eligible for a forward
pass, must be at least one yard behind the line of serimmage.
MOTION:—One man of the offensive team may be in motion when ball is
snapped provided he is moving backward and not laterally or forward. If he
comes out of the line, he must be at least five yards back at the snap.
DOWNS:—When forward progress of the player with the ball is stopped or
when any portion of his body except hands or feet touch the ground. Team gets
4 downs to make 10 yards.
APRO :— Any portion of ball carrier’s body may touch the ground, but down ends only
when his complete forward progress has been stopped.
OFFSIDE:— A player is offside when across the scrimmage line before the offen-
sive center has snapped the ball or contacts an opponent whether ball is snapped
or not.
APRO:— No penally for physical conlact with opponent provided player gels inlo
legal position before ball is snapped
HUDDLE :—The players of the offensive team gather in a compact group aroun:
the field general, heads in a sort of circle. The play caller then gives his mates
the cue, viz—"We'll run 86.” etc.
SHIFT:—Quick change of position by two or more players just before the ball
is snapped. However, each player must remain stationary for one second before
play starts (penalty 15 yards).
TIME OUT: —Each team is allowed four CHARGED time-outs per half. ¥or
any others, a five yard penalty. It is “‘charged’ if a captain requests it or a player
is 1njyred, After that, OK if a player is injured and that player is substituted,
*PRO:—Only three times out per half.

T FORMATION:—As you will note from illusiration above, fullback
and right and left halfback line up almost abreast with the quarterback
up front . . . directly under center. Quarterback takes the ball from
center’s hand and hands it off, or throws it to a team mate. The “T”’
is generally run from a balanced line and often a back goes in motion
laterally to the flank as a decoy or as a receiver of a pitch-out pas:.

Methods of Attack
There are three principal methods of attack as illustrated.

SLANT OFF TACKLE:—The key play in football. Ball carrier often
cuts back after penetrating line . . . a good play in any zone on the
field which may develop into a long gain if blocking is effective.

THE STRAIGHT BUCK:—Usually good for two or three yards with
a hard driving plunger supported by a powerful line. Generally used
when ‘“‘going” is tough and a few yards needed to make first down.

THE END SWEEP:—Depends on speedy runner plus element of sur-
prise for success. An “all or nothing”’ gamble for long gain.

Defense Formations

The three fundamental defense formations are seven, six and five
man lines and box or diamond backfields, (illustrated below). When,
for example, your radio or telecast announcer says it’s a ‘‘7-1-2-1
defense’’, he means seven men on the line, the other numerals indicate
the arrangement of the backfield (diamond formation) according to
figure 1 below. This formation is strong against power plays.

7-2-2 Defense:—(Seven men on the line). Practically the same as
7-1-2-1 except as shown in figure 2 . . . the backs are arranged in box

formation. Weak against passes down center.

6-2-2-1 Defense:—(Six men on the line). Is the most popular. Two
close backers up move in fast, to support six man line or shuttle wide,
to aid the flanks. Versatile against running or passing.

5-3-2-1 Defense:—(Five men on the line—figure 3). Has become very
popular. Contrary to popular belief it is strong against rushes because
the three backers up virtually comprise an eight man line. An elastic
defense against passes. Vulnerable to quick opening bucks and spinners.

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HOW TO MAKE YOUR OWN PREDICTIONS

To figure game ratings quickly, use aver-
age of following three factors:—(1)—
Game factor; (2)—Point percentage fac-
tor; (3)—Strength of opposition factor.
Game factor may be 100 for winner,
0 for loser and 50 each in a tie game.
Pomt percentage factor—the ratio of a
team’s points scored to total points in
the game. Strength of opposition factor
is the pre-season rating of the opponent
(see pages 4 to 7).
(NOTE:—If not a major team, use 75,
¢ 0 and 37 as game ft(tm' f for minor
team, use 50, 0 and 25 . . . the other two factors remain unchangod.\
EXAMPLE, in a game between two major teams, the score was 17-7:—
For the winner, 100 for game factor; 71 for point percentage (17 divided
by 24) . .. pre-season rating of loser LS AdAIT005 T Tnand S
total 225 . . . divide by 3 for a game rating of 75. For the loser 0, as game
Sfactor . . .29 for point percentage (7 divided by 24) . . . pre-season rating
of winner was 61. Add 0, 29 and 61 . . . total 90 . . . now divide by 3 for a
game trating of 30. Usually, the team with the higher rating s the probable
winner.
For weekly ratmgs stmply keep game ratings average to date.

The above is the mathematics of the case which may be offset by
other considerations. Study teatn’s 1947 record . . . noting opposition
and games won, lost and twd (Qec- schedule page\ 9 to 36) also pre-
season ratings on pages 4 to 7.

Note number and quality of men lost by graduation, key performers,
ete. Check strength of sophomore replacements. Can they fill vacan-
cies? The reserve powet :—teams weak in reserves may prove ineffective.
As the season progresses, note injuries and other weakening factors.
Allow for staleness after a series of major games *‘the letdown.” Most
teams ‘“‘peak’’ for traditional rivals. A team is, on the baturda\' before
a traditional game, apt to be loggy and listless . . . an upset is pOSQIb]E‘
